It is with great pride and gratitude that | present to you the annual report for Artists for Climate Awareness,
highlighting our achievements and progress over the past year. This year has been marked by significant
achievements, growth, and impactful collaborations, all of which have been made possible by the unwavering
support of our members, partners, and donors.

Engagement and Impact

Throughout the year, we successfully organized 17 workshops and events, serving a total of 285 attendees. These
events not only fostered a deeper understanding of climate issues but also empowered participants to take
meaningful action in their communities. Our contributions to esteemed nonprofit organizations such as Middle
Way House, Canopy Bloomington, and The Center for Sustainable Living have further amplified our impact.

Collaborations and Partnerships

Our mission has been greatly enriched by our partnerships with various organizations, including Windfall Dancers,
Inc., The Writers’ Guild at Bloomington, Uplands Network of the Hoosier Chapter of Sierra Club, The Land Trust of
Santa Cruz County, Banneker Community Center, and the Arts Alliance of Greater Bloomington. These
collaborations have enabled us to reach a broader audience and create more diverse and engaging programs.

Membership Growth

We are pleased to report a total of 118 paid memberships this year. As of June 30, 2024, 82 memberships were
current, while 14 had newly lapsed and are expected to stay on. During the year, we welcomed 76 new and

renewing members, comprising 64 Contributing members, 8 Lifetime members, 2 Sustaining members, and 2
Friends members. This growth is a testament to the value our community places on our mission and activities.

Leadership and Governance

Our board has seen a seamless transition in leadership, with Carol Carter serving as President from July 1 to April
1, and Joe Lee taking over from April 1 onward. Sara Steffey McQueen has diligently served as Secretary throughout
the year, alongside Patricia Rowbottom as Vice President and Carol Rhodes as Treasurer, program coordinator, and
web master. Their dedication and leadership have been instrumental in guiding our organization through a
successful year.

This special event wasaligned
with World Migratory Bird Day, spotlighting the vital role of birds and insects as pollinators. On this
auspicious day for biodiversity, we invited participants to capture the essence of these vital creatures through
the graceful strokes of watercolor. The instructor, MarySue Schwab, led the workshop as participants each
painted from a different photographic reference.

Gallery Show: “Earth, Life, and Our Shared Responsibility”

Acrtists for Climate Awareness members from across the US, along with Arts Alliance of Greater Bloomington
members, exhibited 2-D and 3-D artwork in a gallery exhibition April 4 — 28 at the Arts Alliance Center in
the College Mall in Bloomington, IN.

We proudly offered this juried exhibition during Earth Month. Artwork included sculpture, jewelry, and 2-D
mediums. Artists entered many styles of artwork, and their messaging featured lovely “prayer for preservation”
pieces to catastrophic “call to action” artwork. Each artist wrote an statement explaining how the piece
communicates an ecological message— emotional, informational, or educational.

“Exploring Values in Wet Pastel”

On April 13, 2024, Avon Waters led a group in working with pastel in combination with gesso, water, and
alcohol to paint scenes in nature. With emphasis on values to create dynamic landscapes, Avon provided
instruction on the various techniques of “wet pastel.”

“Embracing Emotions through Abstract Watercolors”

On February 13, 20, 27, 2024, participants joined in a watercolor workshop that served as a hands-on
intersection of art and environmental consciousness, allowing participants to express their emotions and
reflections through abstract watercolors. We explored some abstract art techniques while we discussed the the
challenges our planet faces and what we can do about it.

“Painting Native Trees in Watercolor”

On October 27, 2023 in Bloomington, Indiana, Artists for Climate Awareness participants learned how to paint
trees in watercolor. In this hands-on workshop, MarySue Schwab demonstrated key approaches to painting
native Indiana trees. Students were instructed in multi-layered, wet-on-wet techniques using watercolor
processes to create both subtle and dramatic tree formations. Participants used a mixture of warm and cool
colors, juxtaposing shadow and form.

During the workshop, Julie Roberts from Canopy Bloomington led a presentation on the importance of native
trees in the landscape, and how to plant and care for trees.

“Evoking A Response to Climate Change with the Fine Arts”

Climate change is real. The October 12 presentation, “The Fine Arts: Evoking a Response to Climate
Change” was an interplay of scientific and artistic visuals curated and presented by Ben Brabson, climate
scientist and Emeritus Professor of Physics at Indiana University.Studies show that using art for communication
can raise awareness, provoke impactful dialogue, and inspire action about environmental issues. Brabson’s talk
included engaging and artful illustrations that simplify concepts of climate change for ordinary people, making
the concepts more concrete, meaningful, and motivating. The presentation was free and was offered both in-
person at lvy Tech Bloomington and online.
